Smoke Alarms Save Lives  

Working smoke alarms save lives 
and should be installed and 
maintained in every home. 

 

Installation:  Smoke alarms 
should be installed in every sleeping room, out-
side each separate sleeping area, and on every 
level of the home, including the basement.     
Larger homes may require additional smoke 
alarms to provide a minimum level of protection.   
For the best protection, interconnect all smoke 
alarms throughout the home. When one sounds, 
they all sound. Wireless battery-operated inter-
connected smoke alarms are now available.      
An ionization smoke alarm is generally more   
responsive to flaming fires, and a photoelectric 
smoke alarm is generally more responsive to 
smoldering fires. For the best protection or where 
extra time is needed to awaken or assist others, 
both types of alarms or combination ionization 
and photoelectric alarms are recommended.  
Choose a smoke alarm that has the label of a 
recognized testing laboratory.  Smoke alarms 
should be installed away from the kitchen to pre-
vent false alarms. Generally, they should not be 
closer than 10 feet (3 meters) to a cooking appli-
ance. 

 

Testing and Maintenance:   Test smoke alarms at 
least once a month using the test button.  Make sure 
everyone in the home understands the warning of the 
smoke alarm and knows how to respond. Dust or vac-
uum smoke alarms annually and/or whenever the bat-
tery is changed. 

 

Smoke Alarm Battery Replacement:  Replace 
batteries at least once a year. If that alarm chirps, 
replace only the battery.  

 

Smoke Alarm Replacement: Replace all smoke 
alarms when they are 10 years old or sooner if they 
do not respond properly when tested.  

 

Rental Units:  All rental units need working smoke 
alarms per State Law-RCW 43.44.110.  If you rent 
and do not have working smoke alarms, contact your 
landlord or property manager immediately to have 
them installed. Advise your landlord or property man-
ager if the smoke alarms are not working. The battery 
or the entire unit must be replaced.

Shoveling your driveway:  When shoveling snow from 
your driveway apron or sidewalk, shovel from left to 
right (with your back to your house).
